PRIOR TO ANY JUMPING LESSON CHECK TO SEE WHAT OTHER JUMPING LESSONS HAVE TAKEN PLACE 
0. Only poles on the floor trot only
1. Only poles and small cross poles (55cm/1ft 9) no cantering 
2. Small fences and courses without fillers no doubles (60cm/2ft) Riders must have a well-established canter and capable of canter without stirrups
3. Small courses to included fillers water trays doubles etc.
4. Advanced course but only very capable riders to ride this horse S.J

CROSS COUNTRY 
1. No cross country
2. Novice at cross country and could be unpredictable
3. Good at all levels but could be a little sharp and buck the first few times up there

HACK
1. Lead rein only
2. Off lead rein but only walk and trot do not canter on fields unless riders advanced
3. Walk trot canter and beach hacks competent riders

SCHOOLING
1. Basic schooling still green for some school movements/walk trot dressage tests only
2. Novice canter circles, prelim dressage tests 1 -12
3. Advanced to include flying changes and counter canter cantering across the diagonals/ Prelim dressage tests 13- 19

WHIP
1. No whip to be carried ever
2. Carry whip/ short whip only but do not use and horse nervous and liable to be very stressed and get screwed up
3. Can use whip but may buck if hit hard so warn the rider prior to use
4. Schooling or short whip can be used
